Catalog Description:  
For candidates admitted to teacher preparation. Consideration of all technologies in K-8 schools, applications for their use, some production techniques and instructional methodologies.  
Course Description:
Technology is a part of our everyday lives. In fact, most of us take for granted the use of cell phones and computers on a daily basis. We play video-games, watch YouTube and stream TV shows and movies, while chatting with friends on facebook or sending a tweet. Many of the technologies we employ can also be used effectively in the classroom as tools for student learning. We will also explore the dangers and responsibilities of using technology with children. The state of Washington, along with national education leaders, places a great deal of emphasis on implementing the use of technology in the classroom. The application of technology as a tool in learning can increase student performance as well as improving test scores on state standardized tests.  

This course is designed to help education candidates build knowledge and understanding of technology in the classroom.  In this course you will work together with classmates to develop a foundation, building on an existing understanding of technology and its uses while learning about new technologies along the way.  We will touch on tools for learning and use some classroom techniques while at the same time developing personal technology skills. As each of you deepens your understanding of the subject you will be learning critical thinking and communication along with problem solving, creativity and presentation skills. The principal reason for this class is to explore technology and its uses in the classroom by asking:  What is Technology?  How will it help students and teachers meet necessary learning goals?   How can it be used to teach subjects more effectively? How can you incorporate your specific educational interests, into the use of technology, as a tool in the classroom?

Objectives

 Students attending this class will be able to:

1. Identify educational technologies and their uses

2. Analyze the uses of new technologies
3. Plan for and carry out small group presentations in class 
4. Develop technology integration and presentation skills
5. Develop a creative group video presentation based on educational technology and its use in the classroom (TPA requirement)
6. Develop a webpage portfolio based upon the technologies discussed in class, found in the text and through personal discovery
7. Research various technologies, evaluate and write about their use in a classroom setting 

8. Develop critical think skills, the ability to think outside the box  

9. Plan for classroom activities that include technology

10. Develop personal and professional responsibility 
Course outline and schedule:

This course requires that all students come to class prepared, having read the text, completed the class assignments and ready to discuss the material.   The schedule for each of the chapter assignments will be listed on the PB Works, Wiki site for this class.  Class time will be spent discussing the assignment in small groups as well as learning about a variety of educational technologies and their uses.  In addition we will spend time exploring technologies, developing a portfolio and creating/editing a video presentation.  During some class periods we will stray from the routine and have guest speakers watch applicable videos or explore new technologies.                     

Class assignments and projects:

Reading assignments: (5 points per class) Objectives 1-4

Each week students will be given an assignment on PB Works which will correlate with the chapter reading. These assignments must be completed before class not during or after. Students will work together in small groups to discuss chapter questions during class. Each small group will be expected to work together to come up with clear examples from the text in order to answer the questions and observations posed to them.  My hope is to use movie/YouTube clips, guest speakers, and hands on activities when applicable. 

*All classroom assignments will be due at the beginning of class. No points will be given for homework done during or after class unless I have given you prior approval to do so. 

Attendance and discussion: (5 points per class) Objective 8-10

Each student will be required to attend class and be involved in the discussions and class activities. If you are absent for any reason, it is your responsibility to contact me (not one of your classmates) to find out what you missed. You will be allowed 1 excused absence during the semester. Other excused absences will be decided on a case by case basis. 

About Me Prezi: (10 points) Objectives 4, 8

Create a short Prezi that can be presented to the class, telling us a little about you.  Your Prezi should include 1 video clip, 2-3 photos and at least 4 text boxes. A format provided by Prezi may be used or you can come up with your own. 

Technology Poster, Glogster:  (20 points) Objectives 1, 4

Create a poster that details a particular technology useful to educators. The poster must provide 3-4 details about the technology that teaches others about the usefulness of said technology in the classroom setting. The poster will be graded on originality, creativity and usable information. We will use Glogster to create these posters. 

Technology Article:  (20 points) Objectives 1, 2

You will be responsible to find an article on the internet, in a journal, or in the news that includes both education and technology. Write a 2-3 page review of the article and include a synopsis of the article and your opinion of the technology and its uses in education.
Weebly webpage: Educational technology Portfolio (50 points) Objectives 2, 6, 8
Students will explore various technologies and their uses.  A portfolio of these technologies will be developed throughout the semester using the Weebly website.  More specifically the assignment will be to creatively present and explain each of the technologies discovered and its possible use in the classroom.  We will learn as a class and then each individual student will be responsible to create a webpage. The score will be broken down into sections for creativity, number of selected technologies and readability. A rubric will be provided.
*Video Presentation Small Group Project: (50 points) Objectives 3-5, 8, TPA prep
Video presentation outline/Plan (10 points) 

Students will work together in small groups to create an instructional video that will be presented to the class.  Each group will have the opportunity to use video equipment and work on video editing during class time and outside the classroom. This accomplishes two goals, the first is to give you practice presenting as you will be required to video tape your student teaching experience, secondly, it offers the class an opportunity to research and present a specific technology and its use in the classroom. While working on this project you will also be practicing editing with the video and recording equipment.  This project enables you to work on skills necessary in developing the video required in the TPA.

Technology Competence Checklist:  (20 points) Objectives 4,10
Students will be required to learn to use, and show competence in the use of various classroom equipment. For example: The Smart Board, Document Camera and projection equipment. 
Practicum Review:  (30 points) Objectives 2, 3 TPA preparation
Five questions will be provided on PB Works for you to answer regarding the technology you find available in you practicum classrooms and schools. You will need to answer these questions in paragraph form.

Attendance and Participation:

It is expected that you will treat this class as a professional educator would.  Your attendance and participation (engagement and positive attitude) in all regularly scheduled classes is mandatory.  Unexcused absences, excessive absences, or failure to promptly submit assigned projects will result in reduction of your final grade.  Two tardies will count as one absence, and 3 absences, without being excused, will result in a failing grade for the course.  A tardy consists of coming into class after instruction has begun as well as leaving before class is finished for the day. Should students be ill or have a personal emergency, they must be professional and notify me before class by phone, in person or in an email.  In addition I would appreciate it if you would refrain from packing up before you have been excused for the day.
Absence Policy:
If you are ill or have other extenuating circumstances please contact me immediately. Other absences will be dealt with on a case by case basis. To make up a missed class students will be allowed to turn in a short article review or YouTube review only if the absence has been excused.
Policy on Cell Phone Use: The use of cell phones is prohibited during class except with instructor permission.  Cell phones should be turned off (or on vibrate) and stored with personal items.  Students who are designated as emergency caretakers or in an emergency situation may use this technology with respect for the instructor and other students.  Please inform me before each class if you are the emergency caretaker or in a situation where you must have access to your phone.   

Policy on Computer Use:  In the classroom, students are only allowed to use computers (or other electronic devices such as iPads, smartphones, etc.) for class-related activities.  Unless requested by the instructor or being used specifically for class purposes, electronic devices should have their lids down or be turned off during class.  Students who use their computers for other activities will, at a minimum, will lose participation points for the day.

Professionalism Statement:  In-class discussion and activities, as well as cooperation with colleagues, will play a significant role in what you learn during this course.  You must come to class prepared to teach, discuss assigned topics, or present what you have learned from an assignment.  Course readings must be completed prior to class so that each of you can make a contribution.  Just as in teaching in the schools, you must be able to work effectively with others when planning and organizing for instruction and take directions/feedback from your supervisor.  Because you will have to work in collaboration with others, a student who is absent or who does not work well with others fails to contribute to the community of learners.  


Now is the time to begin acting like a professional educator—demonstration of a positive and professional attitude is required and is part of your grade.  Words such as intelligent, thoughtful, respectful, responsible, intentional, caring, creative, hardworking, committed, and ethical should be words that are used to describe your teaching persona.

Appropriate Dress Statement:  As soon-to-be teachers, students need to become aware of the perceptions that unprofessional attire can cause.  Appropriate dress, grooming, personal hygiene, and overall appearance of care support a positive and professional atmosphere.  While we are not asking you to dress up for class each day, we do expect that chests, backs, abdomens, and “lower backs” are covered by your clothing.  Shirts, dresses, skirts, pants, and shorts should not fit such that when given the sit, stretch, and bend test, additional skin is exposed.  Furthermore, students’ participation in course or program activities should not be limited due to dress. Please also remember to dress professionally when visiting elementary schools.  Ladies, this means no low cut tops or short skirts. Gentlemen, this means no T-shirts with pictures/slogans and/or low-riding pants.  

Expectations for Professional Communication:  The faculty members of the Elementary Education program emphasize the importance of effective written and oral communication for teachers.  Students of the program are expected to demonstrate that they can meet standards of professional communication on all of their assignments.  A student who fails to adhere to the conventions of writing (e.g. makes consistent grammatical and/or spelling errors, frequently misuses words or phrases, fails to organize writing in an effective manner) may be required to work with the Writing Center or complete additional coursework. Students who fail to meet expectations after being provided with opportunity for remediation and improvement may be removed from the program. Students will also be held accountable for demonstrating that they are capable of clear and professional verbal communication.

Professional Dispositions:  Teacher preparation programs at Washington State University assess the “professional dispositions” of all teacher candidates.  This assessment occurs throughout the program, both in courses and in field experiences.  A description of WSU’s use of professional dispositions is available on the Professional Dispositions Assessment form, which is used to indicate and communicate concerns and remediation, if necessary. Professional Disposition Assessment (PDA):
Some reasons that a PDA will be filled out on a student follows:

1) Unexcused absence of 2 or more times

2) Tardy 2 times or more

3) Left early 2 times or more

4) Assignments late 2 times or more

5) Inattentive and/or disrespectful during class time (lecture, discussion, activities)

6) Excessive spelling and grammar errors

7) Texting or otherwise using cell phone during class or instruction time

This is not an all-inclusive list, only the most common reasons that a PDA would need to be filled out.
